How to set up Eduroam - XP
Eduroam

DPU is collaborating with other universities worldwide to offer students easy wireless Internet access. All universities that subscribe to the Eduroam network can use their wireless Internet with each other. 

To use this service, the other universities must validate your account with DPU’s system. To make this happen you must follow the installation guide below. 

The same procedure must be followed in order to use DPU’s own Eduroam. 

In Emdrup, there are two wireless networks, the ‘open’ DPU network and the Eduroam. In Århus there are two wireless networks, the AUWLAN and the Eduroam. It’s recommended that you use Eduroam in Emdrup as it provides more security by encrypting all data. At Trøjborg you get a user guide if you connect to AUWLAN and then try to browse ex www.au.dk.
Aarhus University is a part of the Eduroam network. Expect good Eduroam access in areas adjacent to DPU’s secretariat and RSC, which is at Niels Juels gade 84, and the rest of AU in Århus 8000C.

How to setup your computer for Eduroam.
In order to use Eduroam you need to configure your wireless adapter to use the correct SSID (network name).

Your computer must have one of the following operating systems:
MAC OS 10
Windows Vista
Windows XP with Service Pack 2

Windows 2000 with  Service Pack 4 or Windows 2000 with  Service Pack with a pacth which can be downloaded here : http://support.microsoft.com/default.aspx?scid=kb;en-us;313664

Adding Eduroam to your network list

First you need to open the settings for your wireless adapter. 
You can do that by pressing Start button -> select Settings -> click on Control panel -> then Network Connection and right click on wireless connection -> choose Properties.

Now select the tab “Wireless Networks” 
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You have now configured your the settings, and this should only be necessary once. Every time you get in a range of an Eduroam network, your computer should automatically sign into the network.
To save and close, click OK in all the open dialogue boxes.
Connecting to Eduroam 

Windows will now come up with the following popup when it tries to connect to Eduroam network.
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Now you should be online. Signal strength can vary depending on how far or near you are to the nearest access-point. 

Press the Add button





Now type Eduroam as the network name, then select network authentication WPA and Data encryption TKIP.








The next step is to select the tab Authentication and set EAP-type to Protected EAP (PEAP) and make sure to uncheck the option Authenticate as computer when computer information is available.


Now press the Properties button











Here you have to remove the check mark in Validate server certificate and then click on the Configure button





Remove the checkmark from Automatically use my windows logon





Click this box and a new prompt will require validation. 








Now you must type your username and password. As username you must type in your DPU annual card number (e.g. 20016116) followed by @edu.dpu.dk. Your username should look like this: � HYPERLINK "mailto:20016116@edu.dpu.dk" �20016116@edu.dpu.dk�. In the password field you must write your current DPU password, which is the same you are using on BlackBoard.


Logon domain should not be used for this purpose.


Now press the OK button.
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
